Check In/Out Policies and Transportation Safety Rules
Check In/Out Policies

Campers are to be checked in and checked out by a responsible adult at the camp or at the designated pick-up location.  When the camper has completed checking in, the responsibility of supervision is transferred to the camp staff.  Likewise, when the camper has completed checking out, the responsibility of supervision is transferred to the adult picking the camper up.
If a camper is not checked out within an hour of the ending time stated the parents are called. If the parents cannot be reached then the emergency contact person is called. In any case that the parent or emergency contact are not reachable, the Pastor and/or the District Superintendent are called for further contact information. Appropriate supervision and meals are provided until an authorized adult comes to check the camper out.  A fee may be charged for this additional service.
Transportation Safety rules
1. The driver is in full charge of the van and campers. 

2. Upon entering the van, campers will take their seat and will remain in their seat for the duration of the route 

    unless permission to change is given by the driver. 

3. Noises or shouting louder than normal conversation are not permitted. 

4. Campers will refrain from using vulgar or obscene language or gestures. 

5. Campers are to assist in keeping the van clean by keeping their waste paper and other trash off the floor. 

    Campers must also refrain from throwing refuse out the windows. To help keep the van clean, eating is not 

    allowed, unless direct approval is given by the driver during special situations. 

6. No camper shall at any time extend his head, hands, or arms out of the windows whether the van is in motion 

    or standing still. 

7. Balls or loose distracting items must be in an enclosed or seated container. Heavy, sharp and bulky 

items will be transported at the discretion of the driver. Do not block exit doors.
8. Radios, cassettes, gambling devices, animals, or objects that can cause injury to another are not allowed in 

    the van. Smoking is not permitted, or the use of any type of flame or sparking device in the van. 

9. Campers must leave the van quickly and in an orderly manner. They must not cross the road without 

    verifying that it is safe to proceed or until consent is given by the driver. When boarding or exiting the van 

    campers must be in the view of the driver at all times. 

10. Campers may not sit in the driver's seat, operate the controls, or be in the driver's area. 

11. Van regulations apply to all camp related trips. 

12. Periodically, campers will be retained on the van to review emergency policies and procedures. 

13. Failure to abide by the established policies may result in refusal of riding privileges. In that situation the        parents will have to make other arrangements for transporting the camper to and from camp.
14. Campers are not to use their flash cameras in the van especially when moving as it reflects in the 

      rearview mirror and momentarily blinds the driver. 
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
